Supplied: 0.5ml single dose vial 
Requires dilution with 0.65ml 
sterile water (supplied) 
 
Abrysvo™ is supplied as a carton  
containing 10 vials of powder, 10 
pre-filled syringes of diluent and 10 
vial adapters. 
 
The vaccine is a lyophilized white 
powder for solution provided in a 
single-dose vial that must be 
reconstituted with sterile water 
diluent before use. The final 
reconstituted solution is clear and 
colourless. Completely and slowly 
withdraw the entire contents into 
the syringe to ensure a 0.5 mL dose 
of Abrysvo™. 

Storage: 2° to 8°C  
Do not freeze 
Discard product if exposed to freezing 
 
Protect from light 
 
Use as soon as possible after removal from refrigeration 
 
After reconstitution: Abrysvo™ should be administered 
immediately (within 4 hours) after reconstitution. Store the 
reconstituted vaccine between 15°C and 30°C. Do not freeze 
reconstituted vaccine. 
 
Do not use this vaccine after the expiry date (the expiry date 
refers to the last day of that month). 

Dose: 0.5ml dose  
 
Route: Intramuscular (IM) Deltoid 
 
Schedule: 1 dose 
If previously immunized with a RSV vaccine, 
an additional dose is not recommended.    
 
It is recommended that personal care 
homes plan to administer the RSV vaccine 
minimum of two (2) weeks after the 
administration of influenza vaccines. 
However, the RSV vaccine may be 
administered at the same time as other 
vaccines on an individual resident basis.
