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THE CLERK: This court 1is now open; Judge
Heinrichs presiding. You may be seated.

MR. JOHNSTON: Good morning, Your Honour.

THE JUDGE: Good morning everyone.

Just for the record perhaps 1if everybody
identifies themselves so 1t"s on the recording.

. >  Your Honour, he has not contacted
me, Paul McKenna for the record.

THE JUDGE: And perhaps the police have him under
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surveillance again for different reasons.

MS. SOLDIER: I"m not sure.

Yes, Your Honour, I, 1 don"t think 1 have to
expand more in terms of what 1 laid out iIn the motion in
the affidavit. Simply put, Mr. was aware of
this date last fall when it was set. We had, as 1
indicated, we had some conversation with respect to the
date and the fact that materials needed to be sent to me.

Materials were sent to me. I had a chance to

review them and when the date was coming upon us for
materials to be in, 1 contacted Mr. m at Milner
Ridge at the end of July.

THE JUDGE: I don"t see that i1t"lIl do anything
other than stay with them or, or go anywhere at this point
in time.

MS. SOLDIER: All right. I shall do so. Thank
you, Your Honour. Good morning.
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THE JUDGE: Thank you. It"s now 9:37; nobody has
heard from Mr.Mand it"s his application.

MR. : our Honour, I, if I might move to
have the matter dismissed for failure to appear and given
that the Act at Section 13(4) provides that the onus is on
the complainant to substantiate the nature of the
application.

THE JUDGE: And can we jJust page him one more
time?

MS. SOLDIER: |If I may be excused, Your Honour?

THE JUDGE: Yes.
MS. SOLDIER: Thank you.
