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  THE JUDGE:  Okay.  So, like, my hands are tied 3 

with regards to it if he isn’t here to, to establish a 4 

prima facie basis of the case.  And neither of you can 5 

testify as to it, nor are you the complainants, so my hands 6 

are tied with regards to it.  I’m going to have to dismiss 7 

it today. 8 

  MR. B. :  I see.  There’s no way we can work 9 

around this in terms of getting it opened?   10 

  THE JUDGE:  No. 11 

  MR. B. :  Getting it reviewed? 12 

  THE JUDGE:  No.  It’s, I mean this, this is what 13 

it is today, is the review. 14 

  MR. B. :  Yeah, that’s right.  Yes. 15 

  THE JUDGE:  And it’s a situation where his, his 16 

complaint as written and the documentation, I have it all, 17 

I’ve reviewed it, but what, what this is, is a review of 18 

the matter -- 19 

  MR. B. :  Right. 20 

  THE JUDGE:  -- to determine whether or not the 21 

commissioner was in proper standing in terms of making the 22 

decision he did.  The argument by , he needs to 23 

be here to argue it, sir. 24 

  MR. B. :  Oh, I see. 25 

  THE JUDGE:  So the hands are tied.  I’m going to 26 

have to dismiss on the basis of him not being here. 27 

  MR. B. :  Okay. 28 

  THE JUDGE:  Okay.  So there is a dismissal with 29 

regards to this then. 30 

  MR. JOHNSTON:  Your Honour, can I ask that you 31 

order that the ban on publication pursuant to Section 32 

13(4.1) continue. 33 

  THE JUDGE:  Yes, the ban continues. 34 
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
